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Get started!INFO

De leerlijn Get Started bestaat uit drie delen waarmee Engelse taalvaardigheden worden geoefend.
Door de grote verschillen in de manieren waarop Engels in het basisonderwijs wordt aangeboden, liggen de 
taalvaardigheidsniveaus van leerlingen in groep 8 onderling ver uit elkaar.
Get Started is bedoeld om leerlingen beter voorbereid de overstap naar de middelbare school te laten 
maken, maar kan ook in de onderbouw van het voortgezet onderwijs worden gebruikt ter ondersteuning en 
aanvulling. 

Uitgangspunt bij Get Started zijn de kerndoelen voor het vak Engels in het Primair Onderwijs, zoals 
opgesteld door de Stichting Leerplanontwikkeling (SLO).
PO Kerndoel 13	 De leerlingen leren informatie te verwerven uit eenvoudige gesproken en geschreven 

Engelse teksten.
PO Kerndoel 14	 De leerlingen leren in het Engels informatie te vragen of geven over eenvoudige 

onderwerpen en zij ontwikkelen een attitude waarbij ze zich durven uit te drukken in 
die taal.

PO Kerndoel 15	 De leerlingen leren de schrijfwijze van enkele eenvoudige woorden over alledaagse 
onderwerpen.

PO Kerndoel 16	 De leerlingen leren om woordbetekenissen en schrijfwijzen van Engelse woorden op 
te zoeken met behulp van het woordenboek.

Elk werkblad vormt één afgerond geheel van tekst, informatie, instructie en oefeningen. 
De oefenstof wordt afwisselend aangeboden doordat de werkbladen van elke categorie verspreid over het 
hele werkboek terug te vinden zijn. Hier is bewust voor gekozen om leerlingen zo gevarieerd mogelijk met 
alle aspecten van de Engelse taal te laten oefenen. Wie het werkboek volgt, komt dus op iedere volgende 
bladzijde een nieuwe uitdaging met andere oefeningen tegen. 

Na ongeveer tien werkbladen volgt een formatieve test. Hiermee worden de aangeboden woordenschat en 
de toepassing van taalregels getoetst. Ook wordt met tien korte vragen vooruit gekeken naar wat gaat komen 
in de volgende reeks van werkbladen. 

Elk werkblad is voorzien van een synbool – een handig hulpmiddel om leerlingen een andere, individuele 
route door het boek aan te bieden. U kunt er bijvoorbeeld voor kiezen om leerlingen eerst met nieuwe 
woorden te laten kennismaken, of juist met grammatica te laten oefenen.

Achterin elk deel zijn er vijf werkbladen met luisteroefeningen opgenomen.

Ten slotte zijn alle aangeboden taalregels (grammatica) als naslag terug te vinden achterin het boek.
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Get started!INFO
Themes
Door middel van thema’s (clothes, hospital, the weather, enz.) worden diverse woorden gepresen­
teerd in een gezamenlijke context. Deze logische samenhang maakt het mogelijk om passende en 
betekenisvolle taal aan te bieden. 

Speaking
Voor dit onderdeel is samenwerking noodzakelijk. Veel van deze opdrachten bestaan uit een 
tekst in de vorm van een dialoog met een aantal bijpassende vragen. Leerlingen kunnen samen 
deze gesprekken oefenen en elkaar de vragen stellen. Ook wordt gevraagd om afbeeldingen te 
beschrijven, bepaalde raadsels op te lossen, of samen een bepaald spel te spelen. 

Words 
Get Started biedt met 1400 woorden een breed, gevarieerd en passend woordenschataanbod. De 
werkbladen richten zich dus met name op de vorming, aanleg en het behoud van een goede basis.

Verbs
Een aparte categorie woorden binnen de taal vormen de werkwoorden. Ze verdienen aandacht en 
oefening door de vervoegingen en, daarmee samenhangend, de verdeling ervan in regelmatige 
en onregelmatige werkwoorden. De werkwoorden moeten ook gewoon worden aangeboden en 
geleerd zoals zelfstandige naamwoorden. Get Started 1 begint met de persoonsvormen en de 
bijbehorende werkwoordsvorm. In Get Started 2 en 3 wordt ook de verleden tijd aangeboden. 

Grammar
Dan zijn er uiteraard altijd nog de taalregels, de grammatica. Gekozen is voor de meest elementaire 
en noodzakelijke regels voor bijvoorbeeld de lidwoorden, bezittelijke en vragende voornaam­
woorden. Verder zijn er o.a. werkbladen met betrekking tot enkelvoud/meervoud, ‘goes’ en ‘does’, 
getallen en de trappen van vergelijking. Ook is er nogmaals aandacht voor de werkwoorden zijn 
en hebben.

Showtime
Deze werkbladen zijn bedoeld om leerlingen de kans te geven te laten zien wat ze kunnen op 
hun eigen individuele wijze. Bij de meeste opdrachten zijn er geen vaststaande antwoorden. 
Leerlingen worden bijvoorbeeld uitgedaagd om zelf passende woorden of zinnen bij een afbeelding 
te bedenken. 

Sentence building
Bij deze werkbladen gaat het om zinsbouw en woordvolgorde. Leerlingen krijgen in stukken 
geknipte zinnen en moeten daar zelf de juiste volgorde van bepalen en een goede zin produceren.

Test yourself
Met deze werkbladen kunnen leerlingen zichzelf formatief toetsen. Dit geldt zowel voor wat ze tot 
nu toe hebben kunnen oefenen als wat ze in de volgende reeks werkbladen tegen zullen komen. 
Met behulp van te behalen punten krijgen leerlingen een beter beeld van hun eigen vaardigheden 
en competenties.

Listening
